after each use (save 0.5%)

• Your dishwasher uses less water 

than washing dishes by hand —

you conserve energy running your 

dishwasher only when fully loaded 

and turning off the dry cycle to 

air dry dishes instead (save 1%) 

• Make sure that cooled air coming 

from A/C vents is not obstructed 

by furniture or draperies

• Don’t place lamps or TV sets near 

your thermostat — the thermostat 

senses heat from these appliances

causing A/C units to run longer 

than necessary
